A study of main theories of constitutional and administrative law such as meaning
and classification of public law, development and status of public law from the Greek period to

present and public law in Thailand. Theory of state, nature and legal status of state, relationship
between economic and social ideology and structure of state, relationship between state
and law. Theory of state power, separation of power, types of Government, scope of legislative,
executive and judicial power, emergency power control of state power and its legitimacy,
constitutionalism, civil disobedience andreview of state power.
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COMPARATIVE RIGHT AND LIBERTY LAW
The principle of right and liberty law of western countries has long been evolved

on historical background, concept and law theory; the influence of the principle of right and
liberty law of western countries on the provisions of the rights and liberties under the constitution
of the kingdom of Thailand, expressed through the concept of individualism, liberalism, social
contract and political rights, as seen in the provisions that guarantee the rights and liberties
of individuals, which subsequently become parts of the basic concept in the Thai constitutional
system since the beginning; the development such principle to make it in line with political
changes as well as economic and society conditions at present.
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ADVANCED ELECTORAL AND PARLIAMENTARY LAW

Development and forms of Parliaments in Thailand and foreign countries, entry
to power of members of Parliament, electoral process, Thai and foreign election laws, powers
of Parliament in legislation, control of the Executive and the Judiciary and other powers,
parliamentary rules of procedure, parliamentary organization.

Fundamental principles in administrative legal process such
as administrative court, conseil d'etat, its jurisdiction, conflict of jurisdiction between ordinary
court and administrative court, types of cases within the jurisdiction of administrative court,
administrative legal procedure, judicial review etc. Some principles such as administrative act,
principle of legality, administrative contract and administrative responsibilities.

American law such as doctrine of subordinate laws, contractual and tort liability of
government officials.

Concepts and history of the protection of intellectual property; various categories
of intellectual properties, in particular, patent, copyright, and trademark; the protection of
intellectual property; international intellectual property; licensing agreements, and franchising
agreements.
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ADVANCED NEGOTIATION AND CONTRACT DRAFTING

Principles of business contract negotiation and drafting; principles, process, planning,
preparation and skills in negotiating; significant business contract drafting; simulation in
negotiating and business contract drafting.
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ADVANCED INVESTMENT LAW

Laws and policies on investment of selected countries particularly as applied to
foreign investors; analysis of those laws and policies of countries which have different stages
of economic and political development, with emphasis on the relationship between those laws
and policies and different stages of development; benefits Thailand could achieve from
understanding such relationship; comparative analysis of laws and policies of selected
countries from selected continents with different stages of development with reference to

laws and policies of Thailand at present and in the future.
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ADVANCED LAW OF INTERNATIONAL BUSINESS TRANSACTIONS
Export and import regulations, Thai and international law relating to technology

transfer to developing countries, and control of transnational corporations’ activities;
international tax system; trade in services; foreign investment; overseas investment of Thai
businessmen; joint venture, overseas bound issued by private sectors, international borrowing

for investment from private institutions; foreign governments and international organizations.
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ADVANCED LAW ON INVESTMENT AND FINANCIAL STRUCTURING

Business consideration in developing industrial investment projects; legal and
financial principles related to domestic and foreign industrial investment projects; legal issues
in investment and financing of projects from institutional lenders and the public; contracts
related to industrial investment project.
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ADVANCED INTERNATIONAL CONTRACTS

Theories and status of law as applied to international contracts; changes in the
structure of contract vis-a vis changes from foreign direct investment to services; drafting
and administering contract; contract stipulations which favor or disfavor developing countries’
position in various kinds of contracts and investment activities; contract negotiation; effect
of international contract; settlement of contractual disputes both as interpretative disagreements
and breaches of contract.
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ADVANCED INTERNATIONAL LAW OF THE SEA

Principles of law in the Law of the Sea Convention concerning economic and
political rights and duties of the coasted states; legal problems territorial sea, continental
shelf, fisheries, exploitation of minerals in the areas under the sovereign right of the coastal
state and in the deep sea-bed area; principles as applied to archipelagic and land-locked
states; the sharing of common heritage of mankind; attitude of major powers and ASEAN
countries toward the above principles of law as affecting the interest of Thailand.
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ADVANCED INTERNATIONAL LAW AND CONTEMPORARY POLITICAL PROBLEMS

Principles of international law as related to political issues, armed conflict, war,
particularly as applied to current situation; principles of non-intervention into domestic
affairs of state, non aggression, self-determination, legal effects of war of national liberation,
recognition of government or belligerent, humanitarian intervention.

Concepts and ideas of international humanitarian law; concepts of social
development; principles of law concerning the status and treatment of prisoners of war,
civilians, and refugees in various situations; treaties concerning civilians in war time and
refugees.
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ADVANCED INTERNATIONAL HUMAN RIGHT LAW

Structure and contents of international law concerning human rights, including
the role of the United Nations on human rights protection, multilateral human rights treaties
and related case studies; analysis ofregional system on human rights protection, taking into
account their relationship with the international law system, challenges and directions in
practice.
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ADVANCED INTERNATIONAL CRIMINAL LAW

Development and evolution of international criminal law; fundamental conceptsand
individual responsibility of international criminal law; the types of grave and serious international
crimes such as piracy, hijacking, terrorism, crimes against humanity, genocide, war crimes,
aggression; extradition and international mutual assistance in criminal matters; contemporary
tribunals andcourts for the said crimes such as domestic courts, regional courts, ad hoc
tribunals and the International Criminal Court (1CC).
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ADVANCED INTERNATIONAL ENVIRONMENTAL LAW
Development of concepts, principles and theory related to international
environmental law; process and role of states, organizations and agencies in making

international agreements on environment; legal mechanism and tools in coping with
international environmental problems; relations of international environmental law and
domestic law; relations of international environmental law and economic, trade, social, and

development issues; analysis of important treaties and case studies related to international
environmental issues.
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ADVANCED EUROPEAN UNION LAW

Principles of free trade; history of western European integration; structure of the
European Union; special characteristics of the European Union; economic integration; internal
economic measures; international economic measures; current developments which may
affect trade and investment between Thailand and the European Union.
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CRIMINAL JUSTICE ADMINISTRATION

Philosophy of criminal justice agencies and its history and evolution; the structure
of each agency in criminal justice systems; measures for administrating justice of criminal
justice agencies such as the duties of the police, prosecutors, courts and corrections, particularly
on the relationship and problems thereof.
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ADVANCED BUSINESS CRIME

Definition of the term "business crime" relating to different forms of illegal activity;
legal understanding of the law and other disciplines; differences and similarities to other
criminal activity; perpetration of white collar crime; victims; the costs of business crime and
their measurement; investigation; prosecution; punishment; deterrence; case studies of
infamous and newsworthy business crime, both local and current events.
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ADVANCED ANTI-MONEY LAUNDERING LAW
Definition of money laundering; history and methods of money laundering;

background, concepts, and theories relating to money laundering; prevention and suppression
of laundering methods as well as guidelines for compliance with anti-money laundering laws;
analysis of various case studies of Thailand and foreign countries concerning money laundering
offenses; comparison between the standards of the recommendations by the Financial Action
Task Force (FATF), foreign law, and Thai law.

Regional or global response to combat certain types of transnational crimes; the
transnational system of criminal justice that attempts to requlate cross border crime; analysis
of the principal purpose and effectiveness of transnational enforcement mechanisms;

trafficking, trafficking of illicit goods, environmental crime, piracy, corruption, terrorism and
cybercrime; the suppression of transnational criminal; the scale of the criminal threat and
the complexity of synergizing the criminal laws of different states in an effort to identify,
synthesize and create new ways of combating the transnational crimes.

Analysis of the principles, roles, and objectives of tort law in both civil and
common law systems; theories and purposes of compensation; legal issues in the evaluation
of damages; problems in the application of tort law in the context of social, economic and
technological changes; problems concerning professional liability; changes in tort law theories;
relationship between tort law and other laws; analysis of contemporary issues and problems
in tort law of both foreign and Thai law.
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ADVANCED INTERNATIONAL TAX LAW

Theories and systems of international taxation, rules concerning double taxation,
tax measures to resolve of retracted business practices of transnational corporations (TNCS)
tax measures as applied to foreign exchange, operations of TNCS concerning interest, dividends,
royalty fees, intra-firm transfer pricing, accounting system and payment of tax, tax policy
planning, tax treaties and concepts of unitary tax system.
